CONVENE:

Chairman David Mazaika convened the regular monthly meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Windsor Township at 7:00 p.m.  Members of the Board present were David Mazaika, Jerry Davis and Craig Long.  Also present were solicitor Russell Farbiarz, Pamela Stevens from Systems Design Engineering and Benjamin Sonon, Roadmaster.  These individuals signed the sign-in sheet: Robert Seidel and Mike Palahnuk. 

MINUTES:


On a motion by Jerry Davis, seconded by Craig Long passed with unanimous vote, the minutes of the September 11th,2024 regular monthly board meeting were approved. 
MOUNTAIN TRAIL SOLAR, LLC CONDITIONAL USE DECISION: 


On a motion by David Mazaika, seconded by Craig Long passed with unanimous vote, the Chairman was authorized to call for a determination vote:

Conditional Use Approval was not granted.
PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: 

Robert Seidel questioned the Board as to why road line painting was not done so far this year.  He was told that the Township does have a contract for painting, and we are waiting for the work to be done.

Mike Palahnuk had comments concerning the work being done at the site where H&K has conditional approval for the construction of a cement plant.  He was told that the zoning officer will investigate the situation.

ROADMASTER: Part of the township files.
PARK:  Roger Kuhns stated that the three individuals who helped with the cleaning of the park are no longer available, and replacement will be needed for next year. He also stated that next year will be his last year conducting the rental program for the park.  He also presented a list of repairs necessary for park maintenance.

FIRE SERVICE: Jarrod Emes listed the activities of the Hamburg Fire Co.  Part of their program is the purchase of a new vehicle.  In reference to this on a motion by 
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Craig Long, seconded by Jerry Davis passed with unanimous vote, the Township will provide a letter of support for Fire Company obtaining a USDA loan.
OLD BUSINESS:

Upon recommendation by the engineer and on a motion by David Mazaika, seconded by Jerry Davis, passed with unanimous vote, the payment to Asphalt Maintenance Solutions (AMS) for the seal coat contract was approved for $299,131.82.
Upon recommendation by the engineer and on a motion by David Mazaika, seconded by Craig Long, passed with unanimous vote Change Order No. 1 for the contract with H&K Group, Inc for the Pine Street Culvert Replacement decreasing the contract price by $230.42 was approved.  

Upon recommendation by the engineer and on a motion by Craig Long, seconded by Jerry Davis passed with unanimous vote, the payment of $185,677.00 was approved for the contract with H&K Group, Inc for the Pine Street Culvert Replacement project. 
NEW BUSINESS:


The secretary was directed to draft a preliminary 2025 budget for presentation and action at the November 13,2024 meeting.


It was stated that there will be a conditional use hearing involving Station Pass LLC on November 6,2024 at 7:00 p.m. at the Township Office Building.


On a motion by Craig Long, seconded by David Mazaika passed with unanimous vote, Resolution No.8-2024 was adopted.  This resolution amends the approved sewage enforcement officer list: Primary-Scot McCaffrey, Alternates-Nicolas Volk, Shannon Petrillo, Thomas Unger, Keith Showalter and Kevin Beyer.

On a motion by Craig Long, seconded by David Mazaika passed with unanimous vote, Resolution No.9-2024 was adopted.  This resolution enables the Township to submit a MS 965.
